Father Marcel Caron, born in Ontario, came into 
contact with members of the Pius X Secular 
Institute at age 19.  He started formation at Laval 
University in Quebec City and worked in Colombia 
for five years to establish the Institute there. He 
returned to Canada in 1995 to finish his Master in 
Theology degree and was ordained a priest in 
1996. In 1997, he was elected assistant to the 
Director General and returned to Colombia. 
 

    In 2015, he was elected director general of the 
Pius X Secular Institute. He continues to preach 
retreats and is also the president of the Canadian 
Conference of Secular Institutes and serving on the 
executive council of the World Conference of 
Secular Institutes.
